Government Resolution: -1. Excluding the scheduled castes and scheduled tribes in the state
some other castes and tribes demanded special concession on the basis of socially financial
and educationally backward grounds. Considering their demands an order related to inclusion
of specific castes in special backward class has been issued in the Government Resolution,
Social Welfare, Cultural & Sports Dept. No. CVC-1494/P.No.236 BCC-5 dated 13™ June,
1995 & same numbered corrigendum dated 15" June 1995. The list of the castes included in
special backward classes has been given in Annexure ‘A’ enclosed.

2. As per Government Resolution, General Administration Section No. VCC-1094/P.No.-
68/94/16-W dated 15™ June 1995 2% reservation be provided to ‘Special Backward Class’
for the purpose of appointment in Government /Semi Government Services such order have
been issued in the aforesaid G.R.

3. As per the order issued in Government Resolution Higher & Technical Education and
Employment Planning Dept. No. US6-1493/C2428)-WS-4/dated 23™ June 1994 and same
numbered corrigendum dated — July 1994 50 % seats be reserved for the students belonging
to other backward classes for the purpose of admission to non-agriculture universities and
affiliated government /non-government and Arts , Science and Commerce, Education and
other educational institution. As some special castes have been included in ‘Special
Backward Class’, 2 % seats have been reserved for such classes in all the education
institution run under the governance of Higher & Technical Education Department. On
account of issuance of such order pertaining to increase of 2 % reservation provided to
‘Special Backward Class’ the proportion of reserved seats in educational institution shall be
as under.

4. The concerned reservation shall be provided program wise in every institution and it will
be proportionate to free and paid seats respectively.

The reserved seats be filled in with priority. But even after seeking admission through
reserved seat the application of the candidate is considered to the course or institution on the

basis of merit or to avail of the upper choices available through unreserved seats his
application be considered on his request.

5. While admitting a candidate if a reserved seat for any class remained vacant on account of
non-availability of a suitable candidate, such a seat is filled in by selecting candidate from the
other groups included in backward classes. For this purpose refer to para 2™ of the
government resolution dated 27" June 1994 and do the needful action in accordance with the
guidelines provided in the aforesaid G.R. But while filling in such posts by reshuffling the
candidates from other classes the basis figure of 52 % of total reservation should the not be
exceeded.

6. As the academic session 1995-96 has already commenced the students, belong to Special
Backward Class, willing to seek admission should submit Annexure 'B' up to 31st July 1995
as provided in the Government Resolution No.CVC-1494/p.n.236/BCC-5, dated 13th June
1995 issued by the Social Welfare, Cultural and Sports Department. It is mandatory on the
part of such students to submit the particulars related to their castes vide Annexure 'B' to the
concerned management. If they fail to submit it within the mentioned date to the head of the
institution, they should take note that they shall lose their claim on the reserved seats.

7. It is requested that the Director, Higher Education Pune, should bring these orders to the
notice of the Management of all the education institutions.

4, The said reservation will be in accordance with the college course and in proportion
thereof.

5. Reserved seats to be filled in first. Even though the candidate has secured admission on
reserve seats, his candidature should be considered on a merit basis by his merit for
upgraded courses as per the college rules. .

6. In case of non-availability of candidate reserved category, the seats cannot be carried
forward next year, so then the seat to be filled and accommodated by the candidate of
other categories. The same is to be administered as per the directive principle,
schedule 2, dated 27 /June/1974. While doing so, the concerned authority should make
sure that the reservation hence executed should not exceed the limit of 50% in total.

Introduction:

Govt. resolution, Dept. of General Administration, No. BCC-1094/167/CRR
-141/41/93/16-B, dated 23/March/1994 hereby 50% reservation has been ordained.
After that, for the development of socially and educationally backward classes it has
become the need of the hour to take some measures especially for the said classes, so as
per the Govt. Resolution Dept. General Administration No. BCC-1094/Copy No. 68/94/16-
B, Date: 8/Dec/1994 it has been ordered that the 2% reservation be given to the 'Special
Backward Classes' SBC, in schedule 2 thereof. Apart from this the principle of 'Creamy
Layer' will not be applicable to the said class.
So with the above provision, it has been finalized by the Department of

Higher and Technical, and Employer, Govt. Resolution No. UGC-1493/2428-VC-4, Date:
22/June/1995 that the 2% reservation to be provided to the ‘SBC’. Herewith the provision
of 2% reservation has been provided to the ‘SBC’ consequently 52% reservation has been
finalized in total. According to the Indian constitution, Article 14, and Article 16 provide
equality and equal opportunity in the matter of public employment considering the same
principle the Supreme Court of India, in its verdict, has put the cap of 50% reservation in
total in the year 1993.

While hearing the writ petition No. 2989/1997, Shree Pandurand S. Pakhale
Vs Maharashtra Govt. and other Hon. High Court of Mumbai brought notice to the Govt. of
Maharashtra, that the reservation for the admission to degree courses in Engineering
colleges is not congruent with the decision given by the Supreme Court of India in the
Indira Sahni Vs Govt. of India in 1993. (Ref. 1993, Hon. Supreme Court A. R_ page no. 477).
So the said admission process can violate the constitutional norms given by the Hon.
Supreme Court. Hereby the order has been executed that the percentage of constitutional
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o Candidates eligible for the seats for their reserve category will also be
eligible for the open category if they are meritorious.While giving admission in the open
category, taking his/her former course and college into consideration in such case the
admission to be considered in the open category. Doing so the question of wish and in-
person presence will not arise. However, if the candidate is admitted in his/her reserve
category but the same candidate fails to get the seat of his choice in that case the candidate
has to present in person as per the given timetable then only his/her candidature will be
considered in the open category considering his rank.

Schedule NO. 6: Candidates of the reserved category can seek admission in the open
category as per his/her merit for that there will be no objection if the reservation cap gets
exceeded in the institution.

Writ Petition (C) No. 893/90 has been filed in the Supreme Court by the action committee
on the issue of caste certificate to Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes in the state of

Maharashtra. Hereby the said petition, a question was raised if the SCs and STs of State A
migrated to State B and in the B state the same castes have been notified alike by the
Indian Constitution then, will they be eligible for the same rights and facilities in the B
state? The Bench of Supreme Court gave its verdict on 18/July/1994 hereby the following

orders have been given to execute the same.

1.

The Scheduled Caste, Socially and Economically Backward Classes and Other
Backwards Classes from outside the state of Maharashtra. If they migrated to
Maharashtra, then the said castes can avail themselves of the benefit and right in
their respective state from which they belong. They are not eligible to seek and
avail of any benefit in the state of Maharashtra.

The Scheduled Caste migrated from one state to another for Job and Education then
they will not be eligible to get caste certificate in the migrated state. To do away
with this hurdle Central Govt. in its letter No. 12025/2/76/SCT-1, dated
2/March/1977 changed the earlier order on 18/Nov/1982 and made it clear that,
on the basis of certificates issued by the competent authority of the native state to
the migrated person's father, the same certificates can be issued by the state in
which they have migrated to. It has notified on 22/May/1985 just to obtain
